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Rebuilding Lives in Christ

Watching the changes occur in our building has created a wonderful comparison for what
we are to do regularly as followers of Jesus. We are to be constantly rebuilding our lives in
Christ as we seek to love God with all that we are and love others as we love ourselves. Our
motivations for rebuilding the church were both internal and external. Internally, we had
structural issues with a leaky front porch roof, cramped gathering space, crumbling stairs,
functional yet ugly bathrooms (...at least the men’s/handicapped bathroom was ugly, I’m sure
the women’s bathroom was lovely), and stairs that inhibited the elderly or disabled from fully
participating on all three floors of our church. Externally, our building reflected an architectural
style that well served the needs of those already attending without worrying much about drawing
in those driving down Broadway. But each day this summer workers have been addressing these
issues! And the workers have used a variety of tools to make the internal and external changes.

Likewise we need to remodel those problem areas of our lives. Sometimes it can be
difficult to figure out what needs to be done. For me from an external perspective, when | am
impatient with Cari or my kids, prickly with those I encounter, or quickly frustrated or hurt by
otherwise innocuous comments, | know that | have some spiritual remodeling work to be done.
Internally, when my faith in God’s goodness and love for me seems to wane, or when | assume
the worst (rather than the best) in those around me, | realize I need to do some rebuilding in my
heart. Your structural/spiritual issues might be different. Maybe you withdraw from others or
from worship or from serving; maybe you become envious or jealous or bitter; perhaps you feel
you aren’t being fed spiritually. Then it’s time to break out the tools and get to work.

This summer we’ve looked at David’s spiritual disciples that help build him into a “man
after God’s own heart.” I’ve called them stones of discipline, because David chose five smooth
stones to slay Goliath (although he only needed one!). The stones are spiritual solitude, biblical
friendship, embodied prayer, true repentance, full forgiveness. If there is a spiritual Goliath in
your life, one of these stones may slay it. One of these or one of many others could be the tool
(to switch metaphors) you need to remodel your heart.

The great news is that we aren’t working on this remodeling project by ourselves.
Virtually every member or attender is participating in our rebuilding campaign. Similarly, we
aren’t working on our spiritual lives by ourselves. We are part of something bigger known as the
Evangelical Covenant Church. In August and September we will look at what makes the ECC
special and how we as a church and as individuals fit in. Here’s what the schedule looks like for
the next several weeks:

ALPHA - Second Time Around

Back in the fall the congregation was invited to
come to our first ALPHA Course. About 50 people
joined each other on Wednesday evenings to enjoy
a meal together, listen to Nicky Gumbel discuss the
basics of the Christian faith and participate in small
group discussions. The response to the ALPHA
course was very positive and some of the comments
on the evaluation forms from the participants
included:

e Nicky Gumbel is a great speaker who has ways
of describing Christianity and the Bible that
everyone can understand. The speaker was
exceptional.

Created in an Anglican Church in England, the
Alpha Course works across denominational lines, in
many languages, and in multiple cultures because it
covers those things that unite churches, not those
that divide them. Primarily designed to be a
straight-forward, non-threatening presentation of
the basics of the gospel, it is also a great course for
believers who want to tune up their faith by
revisiting the basics of their faith.

A typical evening includes enjoying a meal
together, watching a video topics such as Who is
Jesus?; Why Did Jesus Die?; How Can We Have
Faith?; How Does God Guide Us?; Who is the Holy
Spirit?; What Does the Holy Spirit Do?; How Can |
Resist Evil?, and participating in a small group
discussion.

This fall we will once again be offering Alpha
Course on Wednesday evenings beginning in
September 22 and continuing until early December.
On Sunday, September 19, we will host a
Celebration Banquet for volunteers, previous
attenders and newcomers. We encourage anyone

Capital Campaign Update

With our goal being $469,000 to complete
the identified capital improvements to the church,
Broadway Covenant set out on a capital campaign.
We had $119,000 already committed to the capital
campaign. So, we needed to raise an additional
$350,000 to reach our goal. We had many
campaign events between December 15™ and
February 23". The first Sunday in March we asked
everyone to walk forward their personal gift to the
campaign effort.

Eighty-three individuals or families made
commitments to the Renew, Rebuild, Revival
Campaign. Those pledges and gifts total $588,722!
What happened is that our membership stepped up
and pledged $469,722 not including the $119,000
we already had!! What a special family we have.

Since pledge Sunday in March, $247,000
has been received towards the $469,722 that was
additionally pledged. More than half the amount
pledged has already been received only four months
since. With the building improvements in process,
payment of those pledges is a blessing...so we can
pay the bills. | encourage all of us to be vigilant in
keeping to our pledges. It will seem that the money
is not needed once the work is completed. But in
reality, we will have a short term mortgage that we
need to pay-off

I am thrilled and encouraged by the
commitment made by our family and friends. And
though it will be a bit messy during the
construction, the final product will be beautiful. A
fitting analogy to each of our lives, once we make
our pledge to Christ. May we finish well in both!
